
To get to Camp Masonite Navarro
From Sonoma County: Take 101 North to the Hwy. 128 exit (the last exit for Cloverdale). Take Hwy. 128

west, through Booneville and past the town of Navarro. Once you reach Navarro, start paying attention!

You will cross a small concrete bridge about 1 mile out of Navarro. Just past that bridge is a right hand

turn. Turn right and follow that road until you see the camp sign on the right. Turn right into the camp

parking lot. If you get to Demeck State Park on Hwy. 128, you’ve missed the right hand turn and gone

too far.

From Ukiah, Willits, and Lake County: You can take Hwy. 256 from Ukiah to Booneville, then follow the

directions above.

From Ft. Braqq and the Coast: Take Hwy. 1 to 128 East. Look for the left turn just before a concrete

bridge about 1 mile from Navarro. If you get to Navarro, you’ve gone too far.
